Jr. Warden’s Report—March 7, 2011

(February)


Columbarium

Circle across from columbarium is being discussed by several parishioners 
(Carole Gerretsen, Beth Buehler, Stephanie Wiles and Linda Bennett).   
Donations have been made in memory of Don Harbaugh.  We will use this 
area to plant something in his memory next spring.  Judy is in agreement 
with timing and location.  She will also decide on plantings. 

HVAC   ($23,210 has been donated thus far)


Check was received from ECW for $250.


We still owe Packwood  ~$24,750.  Would like to repay ASAP as more 
equipment is in need of repair/replacement.


Plan to repay:  Fund reported in weekly pew bulletin.  Will remind 
congregation of progress on a monthly basis (when no other large projects 
are being collected).  


AC compressor on Park Hall is not functioning and not repairable.  This 
leaves 3-working units, which seem to be able to keep up. Budgeted to 
replace this spring (~$2,000).  Expect that the next system to need replacing 
will be the unit that services the library.  When it fails it will need 
replacement urgently to prevent freezing of plumbing in the garage.

Drainage 


Recurrent problem with roof drain above back hallway has been corrected.  
Passive drainage back up system which was roofed over has been restored. 
The Dura-last warranty covered the cost of the roof repair.  Another leak has 
been identified in Park Hall.  Dura-Last and Metro Roofing have been 
contacted.   We may be responsible for the repair depending on the cause of 
the leak.  Area leaking around windows on south side.  Chuch Batch to assess.

Interior/ Exterior Lighting/Electrical


Interior lights are due to be changed out.  The cost for this service is $2500.  
Currently looking into renting the equipment to do the job with the hopes 
to save a significant amount of money.  Tom Warrington has agreed to help 
with this project.  Doug Algren can purchase the lights at a significant 
savings. Will install more energy efficient product where appropriate.

We currently have lights on 
the 2 signs and the large security-parking lot-
light.  The entrance/exit signs should be done this spring.  This requires 
replacing the ballast on 1 light and using a irrigation installation tool to 
trench under the parking lot without damaging the lot.

Narthex 

Scott Pattengill has agreed to paint the narthex and hallway.   The other items 
that are cost-neutral will be completed at the time of painting (remove the 
mirror, install the cross).   The narthex committee will remain active to 
advise as more jobs 
can be accomplished.   There is a desire to have a desk 
constructed in the design of our pulpit/ lectern. The cost of the desk will be 
minimal.  The cost of a top (granite) is the main consideration for the project.


Financing plan will need to be worked out for top.
Repair to overhang on South-west corner

Steve Young & Tom Baranowski have patched.—area is secure. 



This is an area that appears to be leaking from the roof—Metro roofing has 
repaired several areas of concern, including this one.  Hope to have a 
permanent fix early spring.

Playground area


Evan Fencl is working on this area for an Eagle Scout Project.  He plans to 
stain and inspect playground equipment, repair/replace a fence that is in 
poor repair, and build a picnic table for the area.  I suspect that the project 
will be planned over the winter and executed in the spring.  More to follow as 
plans are solidified.  

Grounds


We have several railroad tie retaining walls in that area that are in need of 
replacement.  We can do the work ourselves.  Will consider that for Spring 
Service Day

Park Hall 

Bob Pomeroy organized the painting of Park Hall.  Jim and Alice Mclaughlin 
patched and sanded the area.  They also replaced some dry wall that was in 
bad shape.  Mike Mccann, Mike Reeves, Rich Luebcke and Bob painted the 
hall, giving the bottom half 2 coats.  Steve Lyle and Chuck Batch worked on 
the windows. We still need to put down new baseboard.  The paint was 
donated by Bob Pomeroy; the baseboard was donated anonymously.   The 
baseboard was installed by Bob Pomeroy and Rich Luebcke bringing the 
project to a successful completion.
Doors and weather-stripping

Several door are identified in need of weather-stripping.  The door near the 
prayer garden is not secure.  The pin that holds the bottom is gone.  The front 
door does not close securely.  Tom 
Baranowski is working on those projects.

Improved handicapped access

We have applied for a UTO grant (Colleen Hall, Mary Drastal and Sherrie 
Algren).  The grant will allow for automatic door openers for 3 entry doors 


(front, side and undercroft).  It will cover the cost of the openers and electric 
lines.  It will also cover an updated wheel chair ramp for the prayer garden 
and a sink for the handicapped bathroom. Our application has passed the 1st 
step and proceeds with the bishop’s signature) to the national committee We 
need to blacktop the current wheelchair ramp in the spring.  The concrete 
pads have shifted, causing people in wheelchairs to be dumped out upon 
leaving the church.  Ushers have been asked to caution people to back down 
the ramp until the repairs 
have been made.  A new handicapped parking 
sign has been added to the parking lot.  Virginia’s sign has been replaced in 
the parking lot per her request.
Automated defibrillator (AED), CPR training


The new recommendation from the American Heart Association is 
defibrillation within 3-5 minutes of a witnessed cardiac event.  Even with the 
fire station close by, we would not be able to accomplish this without an AED.  
They are becoming more prevalent in public spaces and more people are 
becoming familiar with their use.  I propose the purchase of an AED 
(~$1300)to be kept in the narthex (central location).  In conjunction with 
this, at least 2 representatives from each church organization need to be 


trained in CPR and the use of an AED.  Looking into having a CPR class for 
the church.  The cost of  training will be minimal (<$100 for entire group), 
maintenance is approximately $250 every 5 years for 
a new battery—
saving a Christian------PRICELESS.

Grant from Diocese for capital maintenance/repairs

A conragation may not receive mare than 2 grants over 4 consecutive years.  
St. Martins is not eligible to receive a grant in 2011.  We received the 
maximum amount in 2010 for the furnaces ($7500).

Project Linus Grant


The Ellisville Kohl’s has agreed to give us 8 more grants for $500, totaling $8 
thousand for blanket materials.  Shop Ellisville Kohl’s.
