The Outreach committee had a very healthy discussion Monday night relevant to the scholarship plan with further follow-up Tuesday involving the Circle of Concern
As a result, the following is the Outreach Committee’s plan for our St. Martin’s scholarship: 

Scholarship Sunday will be May 1st. Glenn Koenen from Circle of Concern will be here to announce the St. Martin’s scholarship winner and promote the need for support. Special envelopes will be provided for an offering to fund the scholarship. The scholarship will be a two year scholarship totaling $5000. This scholarship will go to one west county high school senior to help fund the first two years of school. Circle of Concern will select our student along with many others and will administer the funding to the appropriate school

This plan is based on the following support from the Vestry:
-In support of a $5000 scholarship, Outreach is asking to use up to $2000 from the Garage Sale proceeds to insure that the scholarship is fully funded-
Discussion:
The scholarship is primarily funded from the special offering on May 1st. In the unlikely event that the giving will exceed $5000, nothing will be taken from the Garage Sale Funds and 100% of the offering will go to the recipient. 

More likely, we will fall short by hundreds of dollars and the Vestry approved funds will fill the gap to fully fund the scholarship ($5000)

This will be our 10th consecutive year for the St. Martin’s scholarship and the largest dollar amount. This scholarship supports a financially needy student and will promote St. Martin’s in the west county area through high school students and counselors


We are working on a list of recipients to receive funds from the Garage Sale. Following is our Mission Statement we use when distributing any monies through Outreach and would also be our guidelines for suggested monies distributed by the Vestry:

1. Focus on those ministries which have an Episcopal tradition (we are the only people supporting Episcopal ministries vs. secular charities)
1. Propose to keep the objective of doing a few things well.
1. Evangelize to the west county community through community involvement
1. Support individual/personal needs as recommended by St. Martin’s or Community Agencies.    

We expect to provide a limited list that can be well supported as opposed to a long list of lightly supported organizations or funds. Please provide further direction relevant to the amount or percentage of garage sale funds to be distributed in support of outreach.


The Outreach Committee requests that the Vestry appoint a liaison to the committee.
