Christian Formation Update

The Holy Cow Grill during Garage Sale Set-Up day was successfully run by the Kellogg’s and a whole host of teens. The event netted approximately $275. This money was placed in the designated fund for mission and will be used on the mini-mission trip.

Mission Trip was a success with 16 teens from across the Diocese and five adults (St Martin’s was represented by Sarah Barger, Gina Garbo & Heidi Gioia). We engaged in both service work (everything from building bunk beds and outhouses, to skirting trailers and fixing roofs) and cultural immersion in to the Lakota tradition. The teens formed bonds both amongst themselves (and in fact stay in contact with each other now that we’re back), with teens from across the country & with people who live on the reservation. The Mini-Mission Trip happened 6/24-6/26. There were seven teens (Ellie Ecker & friend Maddie; Mackenzie Morrison; Grace Gerretsen; Hope Mueller; Abby Trieschmann; Gina Garbo) and five adults (Ralph Trieschmann; Carole Gerretsen; Bob Ecker; Susan Naylor; Heidi Gioia). We stayed at the Shannondale Community Center in the Ozarks & engaged in a day of service work, several devotions on what mission is all about, and a float trip.

On Sunday, July 17th we’ll share our missional experiences with the congregation during the 9am hour. A slideshow, firsthand accounts from the teens and a Q&A session will occur in Park Hall. 

Planning for the upcoming school year has begun. The Kellogg’s are going to be the hosts for Youth Group again this year and I plan on bringing in new people to shadow and support them. Expect more details later this summer. We’ll build on the momentum of this past year and continue to engage the teens in a variety of ways.
